Lenten Reminders

° The season of Lent runs from Ash Wednesday
(February 18) until the Mass of the Lord’s Supper on
Holy Thursday (April 2).

© “Alleluia” is not sung or said from the beginning of
Lent until the Easter Vigil.

° During Lent the altar is not to be decorated with
flowers.

° Musical instruments may be played only to give
necessary support to the singing.

° The readings for the Lenten Masses have been chosen
in relation to the themes of baptismal renewal and
conversion.

° The Easter celebration is: Holy Thursday, Good Friday
& Holy Saturday - the Easter Triduum (Three Days of
Easter).

° During the Season of Lent, the Church urges all the
faithful to reflect a spirit of prayer, penance
(conversion), and charity.

Fasting and Abstinence

* Day of fasting affects Catholics between the ages of 18
& 59. That is, no food may be eaten between meals.
Only one full meal a day is allowed. Two other small
meals are allowed with the total amount of food not
exceeding the full meal.

* Abstinence: Catholics over the age of 14 abstain from
eating meat.

* Fridays of Lent are days of abstinence, i.e. meatless
days.
